What happens if a multi-MPPT inverter is shaded?

When a multi-MPPT inverter is shaded,only the current from two strings will drop. This is because there are

only two strings per MPPT. In contrast,a single MPPT inverter will experience a drop in the entire array

current even if only a single module is shaded.

What is a single MPPT inverter?

A Single MPPT inverter has one input channel,which means all the solar panels must be connected in series to

form a single string. The MPPT can only track the power output of the entire string,so all panels need to have

a similar orientation and exposure to sunlight for the system to operate efficiently.
