For battery racks, there shall be a minimum clearance of 25 mm (1 in.) between a cell container and any wall

or structure on the side not requiring access for maintenance.

Insufficient clearance can lead to

overheating, which reduces the battery''s efficiency and lifespan.

Battery cabinets that are not supplied with an incorporated DC output disconnect device must have an

appropriate disconnect device provided external to the cabinet.
